STEP – BY - STEP

1.
To get my attention, say “Greg.  Listen.” 

2.
Say my topics slowly.  Let me hear all of them first. If there are more than 3 on a list, say “something else” as the last choice. You can also limit my choices by context or what’s possible at a particular time. Keeping the choices in order is helpful.

3. Repeat each topic one by one. Wait for me to answer YES or NO.

4. When I sign YES – flip to the topic page and give me all my choices. If there are more than 3 on a list, say “something else” as the last choice.

5. Then say each choice one by one.

6. When I sign YES – give me what I want.

Example.

Greg, listen. Which drink would you like with lunch? Milk, juice, or pop? Milk (wait for yes or no) - no, juice (wait) - yes. You picked juice! Apple, cherry, lemonade or something else? Apple (wait) - yes. Apple juice! Here's apple juice. Enjoy your drink.

PRIVATE
<big>auditory scanning is a prompting method of communication using a vocabulary list</big>
I pick a topic or a word from a list by signing yes or no. You prompt me twice. The first time with the list of topics or words. The second time, with a repeat the list waiting for yes or no after each topic or word. 

Limit the length of the prompt-list from context or say something else as the last choice for each group of 3 topics or words. 

If I’m familiar with the list of words and need to make a choice, I’ll wait until you reach the word then I’ll sign yes. 

If I’m slow to decide, give me time or repeat the last 2 choice to be sure I’ve picked the one I want.PRIVATE "TYPE=PICT;ALT=auditory scan"



I initiate a scan, usually by signing go or making an ahh sound for help. You initiate a scan by asking a question based on topics in my vocabulary.
